A Short Account of the Destruction of the Indies-by Bartolome de Las Casas 
 In 1542, after years of witnessing Indian suffering and slavery, Bartolome de Las Casas wrote this indictment against European 
exploitation and mistreatment of the native peoples of the New World.

 Cabeza de Vaca's account of their travels is an unparalleled source of firsthand information on the pre-European Southwest--the variety of its cli-
mate, its flora and fauna, the customs of its natives.
